GAC Laser Durban are establishing themselves as a reliable service provider in the food grade industry with referrals from the local authorities as well as existing clients. As a result, they have secured five new accounts requiring the handling of nuts at their Jacobs warehouse facility. These are both import and export accounts as South Africa imports giant peanuts from China and exports groundnuts (peanuts) macadamia and pecan nuts both in and out of their shells. They arrange palletising and stretch-wrapping where required as well as fumigation prior to export. Containers are lined with corrugated board to absorb moisture during shipping and desiccant bags are also supplied. The season runs from approximately July to February. They have already handled close to 6,000 tons/333 containers of nuts.     
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
